3.	 Read Matthew 7:7–12 aloud. Does this passage imply that God will give you whatever you ask 
for? Why or why not?
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4.	 Jesus taught us to think of God as a perfect heavenly Father. Why would a perfect father 
not act as a perpetual bodyguard or an on-demand father? What would be some potential 
downsides if he did?

5.	  How could addressing either or both of these false views help you get to know God better? 
How could not addressing them be a barrier?
